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BVA ANIMAL WELFARE FOUNDATION (BVA AWF)

Information for prospective Trustees
There will be four trustee vacancies at the end of this Association year as a serving trustee reaches the end of his term of office and three trustees become eligible for re-election. BVA members are therefore invited to consider applying to become trustees of the BVA Animal Welfare Foundation (BVA AWF).
Trustees facilitate the achievement of the BVA AWF’s mission in keeping with the Foundation’s objects and in compliance with legal and charitable regulations. Trustees are required to provide firm strategic direction to the Foundation; ensure its financial stability and to safeguard its good name. Three Board meetings are held each year. Trustee duties include scrutinising meeting papers; assessing funding applications; contributing to a lively email discussion group and occasionally representing BVA AWF at meetings or conferences. Day-to-day management is delegated to the Administration Manager, supported by the BVA Secretary General; Assistant Secretary General and the Head of Finance. 
All BVA AWF trustees are qualified veterinary surgeons and new trustees will join a uniquely effective group, ideally placed to identify and find practical solutions to animal welfare problems.  An example of the Foundation’s work is the injection of seed funding provided for the BVA AWF lectureships in animal welfare at the Universities of Bristol, Glasgow and Liverpool to strengthen the welfare component in the veterinary curriculum. 
BVA AWF supports an annual welfare workshop for final year veterinary students and a one-day welfare discussion forum attended by BVA members and individuals from the wider animal welfare community. These events are further examples of the ways Trustees make a practical contribution to the welfare of animals through education and debate.  

Trustee appointments are made by the BVA Nominations and Awards Group. A term of office is three years and trustees are eligible for re-election after their first term. A maximum of two successive terms of office may be served.
